1.  create – v – to make something new exist or happen

· I created a new kind of vegetable chili with eggplant and zucchini.

· When it rains hard, water comes into my basement and creates a big mess on the floor.

· (adjective form) My nephew is very creative musically.  He has already composed some wonderful songs.

2.  authority – n – the power someone has because of an official position

· When I had a problem with my phone bill, I had to talk to the manager who had the authority to solve the problem.

· (adjective form) – At the airport, only employees can go in the areas marked “authorized personnel only”. 

· When I was the treasurer of the club, I had the authority to sign checks.

3.  income – n – the money that you earn

· Because I get paid every two weeks, I have a regular income.  

· Everyone wishes for a high income job with short hours and no stress.

4.  financial – adj – relating to money or money management

· I made an appointment with a financial advisor to help me figure out how to budget my money.

· A lot of marriages break up because of financial problems.

5.  response – n – an answer or a reply

· I left a lot of messages for my friend but I never got a response.

· My only response was laughter when I fell down in the snow.

· I asked my husband to go with me on my next business trip, and I am waiting for his response before I buy my ticket.

6.  construction – n – the process of building something large like a house or road

· The road construction on the toll way took all summer.

· My neighbor’s new house was under construction for three years.

· There is a lot of construction going on in the loop.  They are building new office buildings and expensive condominiums.

7.  design – v – to make a drawing or plan of something to be made

· My friend designs fashion for women.

· My husband designed our room addition himself.  He made the plans with all the measurements.  
· I wish I could design a solution for world peace.

· Noun example: I like the design of my kitchen because it has plenty of cupboards.

8.  obtain – v – to get something you want

· I obtained the spices I needed at a Turkish grocery in the city.

· Some teenagers try to obtain fake I.D. cards so that they can get into bars or buy cigarettes.

· Sometimes it is necessary to stand in line overnight to obtain tickets to big rock concerts.
9.  injury – n – physical harm or damage that is caused by an accident or attack

· Breaking a leg is a serious injury.  You need to go to the hospital to have it treated.

· Wearing a seatbelt can prevent injury in a car accident.

· (verb form) I injured my ankle when I tripped over the curb and fell.

10.  comment – n – an opinion that you give about someone or something

· After watching the video in class, I asked my students for their comments or questions.

· (verb form) When I commented to my sister that I thought her cake was a little dry, she got angry.

· I usually write comments on my students’ homework papers to help them understand how to correct their mistakes.
